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TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

As Roman Catholics, our marriage practices
have their pedigree in ancient Rome. One of the major
players in shaping our practices was the warfare in-
volved in building an empire. Soldiers vanished and
sometimes never returned. Women began to manage
their lives and to make decisions. The old family values
were replaced by patriotic ones, and religion was more
attuned to the gore and glory of battle, a religion of the
state, not of the family. Weddings were still family cele-
brations, but had a public face. The bride wore a white
toga and a red veil and walked to her new home. There,
she and her husband joined their right hands and gave
consent to each other, not relying on her father to give
consent for her. Religion was optional: a pagan priest
might be invited or not, and even without the ceremony,
society agreed by common law that a year of living to-
gether equaled marriage consent. By the same token,
marriage by consent also meant divorce was on the
same legal footing, and did not require the courts or civil
declarations. This is the world-view the first Christians
inherited, and it was up to them to determine what was
good and to hold marriage up to the light of the gospel.

En 1502 el Fraile Nicolds de Ovando y doce
franciscanos dieron inicio a la evangelizacién de
América en Republica Dominicana. Ellos fueron en-
viados por los Reyes Espafioles con el mandato de con-
vertir a los nativos “sin les hacer fuerza alguna”.

Con los misioneros llegaron Alfonso y Antonio
Trejo quienes traian con ellos un cuadro de la Virgen
Maria bajo la advocacion de Nuestra Sefiora de la Alta-
gracia. Ellos la llevaron a Higuey, donde en 1572 se le
construyé su primer santuario. Poco a poco esta pe-
guefia imagen se convirtio en la Reina del corazén de
los dominicanos.

Maria observa dulcemente a su recién nacido
quien yace sobres las pajas. Esta coronada y lleva
puesto un manto azul rociado de estrellas y un escapu-
lario blanco. Lleva una aureola hecha de doce estrellas.
En una esquina de la imagen San José también ob-
serva al nifio por encima del hombro derecho de Maria.

El 25 de enero del 1979 Juan Pablo Il la coroné
por ser la primera evangelizadora de las América. Con
ella los doce misioneros trajeron la Alta Gracia de Jesu-
cristo a nuestras tierras.
